We don't
look to Jesus instead look the wind and waves of the world and become fearful and beaten.
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Thankfully, even though we fail, if we cry out to him he's always there to save us and reassure us of his
Lordship and love and encourages us to try again.

We, like the athletes in the Olympic Games, are in the training camp of faith.

We stumble and fail, and get chided for our little faith but Jesus never gives up. If we don't give up, and
continue in believing His power and love, repenting, asking for help, praying, hearing the Word, and
practicing our faith, one of these days we will be commended for our big faith. Someday, we will be able to
look up even when we come down. We will be able to look Jesus not the wind and wave of the sea. What
are the secrets?

1 Getting healed in the personal relationship with Jesus and restore peace.
2 Live with Jesus conversing with Him 24/7. Remember even Jesus had prayer in the center of
His ministry.
3 Trust Him always remembering how He responded in the past to your attempts in faith.
