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But the most amazing such event that the Bible records happened some 1,300 years after the first
Pass-Over. It happened not in Egypt but in Jerusalem, Israel. A sinless man named Jesus came to
Israel and died on the cross in place of men who had to die for their sin against God. And by
rising again, he became the Lamb of God who completely saves all who believe from the penalty
of sin and death.

The Pass-Over points to this event of cross as a sign and shadow. As the blood on the door saved
the old Israelites, the blood of Jesus saves all who believe that the blood was shed for them. Jesus
becomes the Pass-Over lamb for those who believe in him and makes them spiritual Israel
conferring all relationship and blessings that Israel had with God.

And the meal Jesus had with the disciples on his last Pass Over, became the Lord's supper, to be
celebrated in remembrance of Him, and passed on until his return. The elements and the meaning
of the Lord's supper was actually spilled over from Pass Over in that it brings the past memory into
present reality, deliverance from slavery and oppression and death by the blood of a sacrifice, and
it's a story and ritual meant to be passed on. As such, Pass-Over and the cross and the resurrection
outside of Jerusalem become the most memorable stories that define Christian. (Rev. Young Kwon)
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
