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Though Jesus went to heaven with the promise of return, a strange community of people formed;
a community formed by people who met and trusted Jesus as their God and savior, a community
in which the Holy Spirit resides, and where the members gather around the table in love to be fed
by Jesus own life. Looking forward to the banquet table in Heaven where no one's missing, and
nothing’s broken, this community of people continued to do the works that Jesus did on earth to
bring the kingdom of Heaven on earth: Gathering the lost sheep; Eliminating the obstacles that
block all God's people gathering around the table that include discrimination of race, sex, and
economic status; Fixing the broken and shining the dark area of the society, fighting against
injustice and corruption, and tending the hungry and sick.

It's not complete yet but Christianity throughout its history has tirelessly worked to transform
humanity and the society to uphold the dignity of human life, the freedom and equality of all
people that include child, woman, and minority race, demolition of slavery, and to protect
humanity from various abuses such as alcohol, tobacco, drugs, and sex.
