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God was compared to king in the old days. But as the kingship disappears in this age, individuals
became all kings. Individuals have enormous knowledge, power, and things to depend on. There is no
room for the Holy Spirit to move through creating a whiriwind.

A church without the wind of the Spirit is not much different than some institution of the world. It's
hard to call it a church. The Spirit grieves and the members stay lukewarm causing eventual demise.

If a church is to become alive as a spiritual body of Christ, it needs more people like this woman with
bleeding: People of no means but Jesus; People who don't care about what others think, or saving
face; And people who risks all for Jesus. A church needs to have more people praying and serving
than arguing and persuading. We have to remove what's blocking the generation of the whirlwind of
the Spirit.

We need to heed the rebuke Laodicea Church received though they had much wealth, knowledge,
and human resource. Revelation 3:17-19, "You say, ‘Il am rich; | have acquired wealth and do not need
a thing But you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor; blind and naked. I counsel you to
buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; and white clothes to wear, so you can
cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can see. Those whom | love |
rebuke and discipline. So be earnest and repent.” (Rev. Young Kwon)
